Extended to offer generous living space

and upstairs four good-sized bedrooms and two bathrooms, the

property benefits from a modern, fully fitted kitchen, a private

driveway and rear gardens with a southerly aspect. 



The Property
The living space is laid across two floors, extending to

approximately 1638 square feet and affording gas central

heating and UPVC double glazing throughout.

The main entrance hall has a useful utility/cloakroom and a

WC. There is also a generous integral garage with a useful

workshop to the rear. The main living space includes a

dining room, a living room with an extra nook used as a

music area/snug that leads onto the rear gardens. There is

also a sun-filled conservatory and a fully fitted high-quality

kitchen.

Upstairs, a split landing leads to four good-sized bedrooms,

all capable of accepting double beds, a family bathroom

and a shower room.  

The Outside
The property is set back from the road with views across

Meadow Park to the front. There is a private driveway in

front of the main house with off-road parking side by side,

and to the right, delightful front gardens.

To the rear are landscaped and private gardens with a due

southerly aspect with evergreen and closed fence borders,

central lawns and paths/hard landscaped patio terrace

space. There is also a large timber shed.



The Location 
The village has a true community feel and spirit with a

bustling High Street and many amenities, including

excellent local schooling, a doctorĦs surgery, a dental

practice, a chemist, and a library. There is also a bakery,

greengrocers, coffee shops, pubs, and eateries. Beautiful

countryside walks are easily accessible, and you can

conveniently reach Loughborough and Nottingham by car

or via a regular bus service. East Midlands Airport is just 6

miles away.
