Smiths Property Experts are delighted to offer to the market, with no
upward chain, this delightful four-bedroom detached family home,
occupying a lovely, south-facing plot in a cul-de-sac within the popular
village of Diseworth.

The property enjoys spacious accommodation with a dual aspect
sitting room and an orangery extension, a kitchen/diner, and four
good-sized bedrooms. With a driveway for numerous vehicles and an
oversized tandem garage, the property provides an opportunity for
the new owner to put their own stamp on it with some general
cosmetic Improvements.




The Property

The accommodation benefits from gas central heating
and double glazing, and Is entered via an entrance
hallway with stairs off to the first floor and a ground
floor WC. The sitting room Is a naturally light room,
boasting a dual aspect with windows to the front and an
opening to an orangery to the rear, which leads directly
to the rear garden. The kitchen/diner is fitted with base
and wall-mounted units, a double electric oven, a gas
hob, and a recently replaced central heating boller.

Upstairs, the landing gives way to four generous main
bedrooms, two of which have an interconnecting door,
and the bathroom has a white three-piece suite
comprising a panelled bath with an electric shower
over, alow-level WC and a pedestal wash hand basin.

The Qutside

A particular feature of the home Is the outside space,
with the property sitting on a lovely-sized plot which
enjoys a south-facing rear aspect. The front garden is
mainly laid to lawn, with a driveway providing parking
for numerous vehicles and access to the garage.

The garage Is an oversized tandem with an up-and-over
door and a rear personnel door. The rear garden
provides a patio terrace for alfresco dining, a lawn with
well-stocked and established flower borders, with
fencing to all boundaries and enjoys a private outlook.



The Location

Diseworth village offers a selection of local amenities,
iIncluding a primary school, village hall, and a traditional
pub. Diseworth Is Ideally situated close to East
Midlands Airport, making it particularly appealing for
those working nearby, while remaining outside of the
main flight path. Excellent transport connections are
available, with bus links from the airport and to major
cities. A short distance away lies the larger village of
Castle Donington, which provides a wider range of
facilities, with several pubs, a variety of independent
shops, and a supermarket.
